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2012 Sustainable Land Use Planning Grants

SMART PLANNING PROGRAM

Another round of ANJEC Sustainable Land Use Planning
Grants for 2012 will be funded by the Dodge Foundation.
The Smart Planning Program offers 1-to-1 matching
grants available for planning projects and studies
supporting sustainable land use. The typical grant
awarded is between $6,000 and $10,000. The maximum
grant award is $15,000. Collaboration and multi-town
projects are encouraged and may qualify for additional
funding. Grants are only available for municipalities
with environmental commissions.

Many eligible projects help municipalities obtain points
through the Sustainable Jersey Program. Sustainable
Jersey is a certification program for New Jersey
municipalities to go green, save money and take steps to
sustain their quality of life in the long term.
